CRITERIA USED TO DEFINE A SEPARATE HAMILTON WATERFALL       

A. The waterfall has to have a vertical drop of at least 3 m. or 10 ft. either as a vertical drop or a cascade. 

B. The crest width has to be at least 1 m. or 3 ft. wide.

C. There must be water flowing over the waterfall at least in peak storm events, but preferably on an annual or seasonal basis, but not necessarily every day of the year. 

D. If the waterfall is a cascade type, it should have a well-defined drop or cascade that people could clearly define as a waterfall. The cascade also should have a minimum slope of 45 degrees or a 1 to 1 slope.  

E. If a waterfall is close to another waterfall on the same creek or stream, (upstream or downstream) they have to be separated so that both waterfalls are visibly distinct or they are more than 100 m apart. That means that you cannot see both waterfalls normally from one location. 

   

F. If a waterfall is beside another waterfall but coming from two separate creeks or streams, then they could be considered as two separate waterfalls. 

G. There has to be a well-defined waterfall or channel and not just be runoff coming over the escarpment during heavy rainfalls.
 

H. The waterfall has to have some natural component to it and not be entirely man-made.  Many waterfalls have a bridge at the top or man-made channel or pipe at top or bottom to control the water. But the actual drop or waterfall section is natural. The exception is Dundas Falls which has been reconfigured from its natural state as an irregular cascade into a man made curtain waterfall to control flooding at the school site next door.

    

I. The waterfall has to be located within the boundaries of the new City of Hamilton.

J. We have to have a picture of the waterfall with water flowing over it or ice on it.

WATERFALL DEFINITIONS

a. A waterfall is described by latitude and longitude in degrees, minutes and seconds; the stream on which it is located; vertical height; crest width – the distance along the top from side to side; elevation above sea level; type, as described below; direction of flow; its annual flow status; accessibility – private or public property.  

b. The classification of a waterfall is determined by the ratio of its height to its width and by the angle of its fall. There are four types of waterfalls: 1.) Ribbon – where height is greater than width; 2.) Curtain – where height is equal to or less than width; 3.) Cascade – where the drop is not vertical, but on an angle; 4.) Irregular cascade – a cascade composed of irregular talus, rocks or boulders.

Notes

1. *  Those waterfalls marked with an asterisk * appear in Waterfalls: The Niagara Escarpment by Jerry Lawton.

2. This waterfall is on the site of the ruins of a mill and is partially dammed.

3. Boundary Falls is on the boundary of Hamilton and Burlington.

4. This was originally an irregular cascade, which was reconfigured for flood control circa 1970.
5. Princess Falls was probably much different and more attractive in appearance before Highway #403 was built. Obviously the ravine has been cut back and that creates the appearance of a waterfall much different in configuration than the typical Niagara Escarpment deep gorge.
6. Sanatorium Falls. The Mountain Sanatorium was opened in 1906 for patients with tuberculosis. It began with only two tents but then small frame cottages were built. Later, when the fresh air treatment for TB patients was obsolete, brick and mortar hospital buildings were built. During the First World War the Government of Canada used the facility to treat soldiers who returned suffering from TB and mustard gas afflictions.  Around this time there were concrete steps on the west side of the falls and a bridge across the top of the falls which led to a long series of wooden stairs down the east side of the ravine to the Brantford and Hamilton Electric Railway Company (radial) line. This enabled the hospital staff and their families who lived on the hospital site to board the radial train for schooling, shopping, etc. in the city. There are still traces of concrete steps and abutments at the top of the ravine and of concrete columns, which supported the stairs, further down the ravine.

7. There are three waterfalls in Hamilton with stairs beside them. Webster’s Falls has steel stairs, on the west side, which run from near the crest to almost the base of the falls. Cliffview Falls also has steel stairs, which descend from the top of the escarpment to the Chedoke Civic Golf and Ski Club and the Bruce Trail. Sanatorium Falls has concrete steps with a concrete handrail, circa 1920, which descends about two-thirds of the way down to the top of the falls.
8. Billy Green’s Falls. This waterfall is named for the famous War of 1812-14 scout in the Battle

of Stoney Creek, 1813. It is appropriate that this waterfall is located on Battlefield Creek, the same creek which runs through the site of the Battle of Stoney Creek. The properties on lots 24, 25 and 26 in concession 5 were settled in about 1790 by the Green family. William Green inherited 100 acres of the 300 acres granted to his father, Adam. The falls is located on lot 25. Part of the Green properties were purchased by the Utter family just after the turn of the century. They cultivated these lands as fruit farms, as they remain today.
9. There is a pronounced sulphuric odour and colouration at the bottom third strata of Dewitt Falls. This may be due to natural gas that vents naturally from the rock.

10. Wall Falls exits from a “hole in the wall” part way down the escarpment wall.  

11. Eleven of Hamilton’s waterfalls and cascades have been featured on postcards dating back to the early 1900’s. These postcards can be viewed on a website called “Vintage Postcards of Hamilton” in the “Waterfalls” section as follows:  http://www.hamiltonpostcards.com/pages/waterfalls.html
12. Waterfall heights shown in bold type are accurate with a margin of error of no more than 3%. They have been measured with a nylon cable with a steel weight. While not a sophisticated method, it guarantees minimal error. Obviously waterfalls with a vertical drop are easiest to measure; cascades, such as Hermitage Cascade and Stephanie Falls were simply more time-consuming as each stratum level was measured individually, then all were added for a total height.
13. Waterfall heights are stated in both imperial and metric measurements. I prefer imperial measurements because a foot is a smaller unit than a meter and, therefore, more precise. 1 meter  = 3.281 feet.  

14. Elevations are approximate. 

15. Geographical locations were plotted on a topographical map and are, therefore, approximate.
16. a) If both Lower and Upper Princess Falls were considered as one waterfall, it would be the highest waterfall at 161.3 feet or 49m  (in five sections) in Hamilton. However they are classified as two waterfalls. By itself Lower Princess Falls is considered the second highest waterfall in Hamilton at 129.8’ or 39.6m.   

b) Tew’s Falls is considered the highest waterfall in Hamilton at 134.5 feet or 41m (in a single drop). For comparison, Niagara Falls is 47-57 m in height (depending on which source of information you use).

c) The Devil’s Punchbowl at 118.2 feet is the third highest waterfall in Hamilton. 

17. The largest in water volume is Webster’s Falls (its height is 76 ft.) and, although Tew’s Falls is much higher it has been known to almost run dry in a summer drought, as does the Devil’s Punchbowl. Princess Falls is likely the most well-known, visually, not by name, as it is seen by thousands of motorists using Highway #403 every day.  
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
